A description of the Memorial was given in the Programme of the Ceremony of Unveiling and Dedication on Saturday, June 25th 1927:
A public meeting at the Mechanics Institute on November 27th 1922 appointed a Committee for the purpose of “erecting a Memorial to those of this town who had paid the Supreme Sacrifice in the Great War 1914-18.”

The officials were:- Chairman Mr H. M. Gibbon, Aberdare House; Vice-Chairman Mr Daniel Morgan, Bronllwyn (Clerk to the Parish Council); Financial Secretary Mr E. Arthur Williams, Plasgwyn; Secretary Mr Dan J. Griffiths, London House; Treasurer Mr J. L. Jones Barclays Bank.

A year later negotiations were commenced for the acquisition of the present site, at that time a part of the garden of the Dulais Glen Hotel and thanks to the generocity of the ground landlorf Major Moore-Gwyn of Duffryn, Neath, and of the leaseholders, the Felinfoel Brewery Company Ltd, these were quickly completed.

The contract for the erection of the boundary wall was given to Messrs. A. Farley and Sons, Pontarddulais in July 1924 and that for the foundation for the Memorial to the same firm in May 1925.
The committee received 70 competitive designs for the Memorial from all parts of the country and in August 1925 they unanimously accepted that of Mr Daniel Morgan, Bronllwyn.

Similarly out of 31 tenders, the contract for the erection of the Memorial was given to Messrs A. Thomas and Sons Pontarddulais and Mr Daniel Morgan accepted the post of Honorary Architect and Surveyor.

The work was completed to the satisfaction of the committee in April 1927 and the Dedication took place as already mentioned on June 25th of that year. We have no hesitation in stating that the whole committee, its advisers and the contractors deserve the heartiest thanks of the people of Pontarddulais for the excellence of their work.

The maintenance of the Memorial was later undertaken by the LLwchwr Urban District Council which had now taken the place of the Parish Council and it was them, therefore, that the local Branch of the British Legion made representations in 1947 for the addition to the Memorial of the names of those from this district who had fallen in the War of 1939-45.

Finding that the Council had no power to carry out the work the British Legion Branch decided ti undertake it themselves. The contract for the lettering was again given to a Pontarddulais firm, Messrs Tree and Gubb and Mr Daniel Morgan again supervised the work.

It will be seen from this brief account that the Memorial belongs indeed to Pontarddulais as it is the work of people of the district from its early conception and design right down to its completion today.
