Prior to commencement of business the Mayor invited questions from members of the public. There was a request for a public meeting to discuss the possible new bypass and its implications. With the agreement of Members the Mayor brought forward agenda item 10 “To consider and decide whether the Council should call a public meeting to discuss the possible road extension from the Tesco development to Pentre Road”. Members agreed to call a public meeting and the Clerk stated that the nearest available date would be Friday 23rd April 2010. There was a query as to what money would be available for any new roadway. A question was asked as to whether the Council had been requested to compulsory purchase the showfield. This matter had been mentioned in a previous letter from Highgrove Holdings but the Council had not discussed such a proposal. The Mayor read out an extract from a letter from Mr Phil Roberts, Director of Regeneration and Housing, City and County of Swansea expressing his concern that a plan purporting to be an official document and bearing the County’s Unitary Development Plan heading was in circulation. He assured the Town Council that no such document had been prepared by his authority.

TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER THE MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 4TH MARCH 2010:

The above minutes were accepted as a true record subject to Minute No. 126(a) reading as follows – Mynydd y Gwair, Swansea -“Cllr P. J. Waterhouse stated that her son had informed the Welsh Assembly Government of an error in contact details concerning the appeal relating to the above planning application”.
(a) Signage (Min No 129(c)):
The Clerk stated that he had e-mailed the City and County of Swansea and was awaiting a response.

(b) Inquiry into accessibiluty of railway stations in Wales (Min No129(e)):

Cllr P. Waterhouse advised Members that County Councillor Steve Lloyd Janes, Carmarthenshire County Council had passed on her concerns to the Assembly Member who would arrange to meet her on site.

(c) Comite de JumelageHourtin, France (Min No 129(f)):

The Clerk stated that he had written to the Headteacher, Pontarddulais Comprehensive School but to date had not received a reply.

(d) Graveyard Maintenance (Min No 129(k)):

The Clerk reported letters of thanks from Llandeilo Talybont Church and Capel y Goppa. 

(e) To determine applications received for financial assistance (Min No 133):

The Clerk reported letters of thanks fromPontarddulais U3A, Pontarddulais Age Concern, Pontarddulais & Hendy Disabled Association, Pontarddulais Town Band, Friends ofLlandeilo Talybont Old Churchyard, Pontarddulais & District Community Car Scheme, Wales Air Ambulance, Bobath Therapy Centre Wales, Llanelli Guide Dogs for the Blind, Swansea District Alzheimer’s Society and Shelter Cymru. Cllr P. Waterhouse commented that in future the accounts from the Swansea District Alzheimer’s Society should be clear and unambiguous.

(f) Fountain Inn, Bolgoed Road, Pontarddulai (Min No 135):

Cllr R. Waterhouse advised Members that there would be disabled access facilities to the above premises.

139. TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER THE MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL EVENTS COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON THE 25TH MARCH 2010:

The Clerk reminded Members that the proposed fund raising evening for the 2011 Urdd Eisteddfod in Swansea had been referered to the above committee for consideration. Cllr Bateman informed Members that the “Night Out Scheme” would cost £300 and provisions for a cheese and wine evening would be in the region of £250. Cllr Miles stated that the local Appeal Committee had suggested the evening be arranged on the 25th June, the night before the Carnival. Cllr Harris queried whether it was an oportune time to invite representatives from Cobh UDC. It was agreed that another meeting of the committee be convened as a matter of urgency. Members confirmed the Committee’s recommendations concerning a pre-carnival quiz on Wednesday 20th June and a Children’s pantomime on the 10th December.
140. TO RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNTY WARD MEMBERS:
In response to various questions the County Ward Members gave the following responses:

· They had not attended the recent PACT meeting since they were only notified on the day of the meeting;

· The County was not passing on the 1.9% education increase from WAG because the money had been allocated to Social Services;
· They had undertaken a surrvey of local roads following frost damage and work was in hand to rectify the problems.

(f) Pontarddulais Rugby Football Club:
The Clerk reported a letter from the Chairman of the above club re-confirming that they are 100% behind the plans/scheme to erect rugby pitches on the current show field despite rumours within the village that they did not require another playing field. Cllr Beynon stated that the Council had not not agreed nor received any plans/application for such a scheme.

Cllr Downing reported on a Primary School Governors meeting he had attended and stated that the financial deficit had now been reduced.
Cllr Bateman reported on the Kidney Walk for Life and wished to thank all Councillors who had taken part and Mr David Evans, proprietor of Pontarddulais Garden Centre, who had kindly provided refreshments to the walkers. Cllr Harris queried whether the Council would wish to make a donation. Cllr P. Waterhouse stated she had reservations in giving to one charity. It was agreed that the Mayor may wish to make a donation from his allowance.

(i) 32 Oakfield Street, Pontarddulais – proposed rear (single storey) extension to existing property to provide cloaks, bedroom/en suite & living room as a self contained wheelchair/disabled unit;

(ii) 52 Glanffrwd Road, Pontarddulais – detached double garage;
(iii) 29 Golwg y Twr, Pontarddulais – conversion of garage to living accommodation;

(iv) Danygraig, Graig Fawr, Pontarddulais – removal of existing farmhouse & construction of a new traditional style house set within the established boundaries;

(v) 53 St Teilo Street, Pontarddulais – conversion of existing garage/workshop with minor alterations to provide additional living accommodation to existing dwelling (granny flat);
