The Mayor stated that the matter would be on the agenda of the next Council meeting. Mr R. Jenkins 38 Glasfryn Road queried whether any councillors had visited Highland Terrace to witness the access problems. Many Members stated that they had visited the site. Mrs G. Lewis 80 Goppa Road queried the problems in Highland Terrace. The Clerk reported a reply he had received from the City and County of Swansea explaining the reason for the closure of the road. It was agreed that the Clerk writes to the City and County of Swansea and requests a site visit with the Head of Highways. Other members of the public also expressed concern about the problems in Highland Terrace.

Cllr Rees reported on the pre-carnival quiz which had been very successful and thoroughly enjoyed by all who attended. She thanked Cllr Penry, Cllr Bateman and the Clerk for their work. Cllr Bateman reminded Members that the Council was holding a Cheese and Wine evening in the rugby club on Friday 2nd July to raise funds for the local Urdd Appeal Committee for the Swansea National Eisteddfod in 2011.  She also informed Members that she had attended the One Voice Wales Swansea Area Committee meeting and the Wales Kidney Foundation Presentation Dinner. Cllr Harris informed Members that Pontarddulais Partnership had taken over Canolfan y Bont and were holding an open day on the 15th July.
42. TO CONSIDER THE COUNCIL’S POLICY ON ALLOWING MEMBERS O THE PUBLIC TO ASK QUESTIONS FIFTEEN MINUTES PRIOR TO COMMENCEMENT OF COUNCIL BUSINESS:

Waterhouse moved a further amendment that the time period be extended to 20 minutes. Cllr Richards seconded the amendment. On being put to the vote there were 6 (six) votes in favour of the amendment. On being put to the vote the motion was carried. RESOLVED that the time allowed for public questions remains at 15 minutes.

It was also agreed that the Clerk ascertain the current cost of the Agreement and query the existing cost of cleaning in Pontarddulais.
