Prior to commencement of business the Mayor invited questions from members of the public. Mrs M. Footman queried whether Town Councillors were familiarising themselves with the Candidate Sites submitted to the City and County of Swansea under the lDP process. The Mayor explained that the Clerk has supplied copies to all councillors and the Town Council would be calling a public meeting to discuss the applications on the 16th September 2011.

TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL INTEREST FROM MEMBERS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE COUNCIL’S CODE OF CONDUCT:

TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER THE MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THE 7TH JULY 2011:

Questions from members of the public:

The Clerk reported an e-mail reply from the City and County of Swansea following the query concerning the Section 106 agreement with Tesco Stores.

(b) To consider the request for regular public meetings (Min No 37(e)):

The Clerk advised Members that an “Enquiry Form” was now available on the Council’s website and he had, to date, received two queries via this new facility.

(c) Recycling (Min No 41(g)):

The Clerk informed Members that Cllr Beynon had manned a stall at the last Local Produce Market and at least twenty people had requested various recycling bags. There was also a notice on the Council’s notice board and website advising of the availability bags via the Town Council.

(d) South Wales Police (Min No 41(i)):

The following correspondence was received and noted:

The Clerk reported e-mail correspondence from Mumbles Community Council requesting the Council to second two motions being put to the One Voice Wales AGM. It was agreed to second the motions.

(i) Swansea Police Open Day:

The Clerk reported an invitation from South Wales Police to attend an open day at Cockett Police Station on Sunday 18th September. It was agreed that any interested Member should contact the Clerk.

(j) Pontarddulais Leisure Centre:

The Clerk reported an e-mail from County Councillor J. Miles to Mr Phil Roberts, City and County of Swansea requesting a meeting to discuss the Pontarddulais leisure facilities and the self management of the soccer club. The Clerk pointed out that the Council had agreed that Cllr R. Waterhouse would attend such meetings on behalf of the Council. County Councillor Miles agreed to inform Cllr Waterhouse of the date and time of the meeting.

(k) The Queen’s Diamond Jubilee:

The Clerk referred to correspondence from One Voice Wales relating to the lighting of Beacons throughout the United Kingdom on the 4th June 2012 in celebration of The Queen’s Diamond Jubilee. It was agreed to refer the matter to the Special Events Committee.

The Clerk had previously circulated copies of all the application to Members. Cllrs P and R. Waterhouse declared a personal and prejudicial interest in application PT020. Cllr Richards suggested that Members should postpone any discussion and decision until after the Public Meeting due to be held on the 16th September. It was agreed to consider the above sites at a Special Council meeting to be convened after the 16th September.
60. TO AUTHORISE AND APPROVE THE EXPENDITURE FOR THE MONTHS OF JULY AND AUGUST 2011:

61. TO RECEIVE PLANNING APPLICATIONS PREVIOUSLY CONSIDERED BY THE ESTATES AND DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE:

(i) Crud yr Awel, Highland Terrace, Pontarddulais – siting of a detached dwellinghouse;

(ii) Dulais House, Water Street, Pontarddulais – detached private garage. Single storey rear extension. Increase in height of existing outhouse to convert into bathroom;

(iii) 107 St Teilo Street, Pontarddulais – change of use from A1 shop to C3 dwelling;

(iv) 1 Park Terrace, Pontarddulais – two storey side extension and detached single storey garage to rear;

(v) Tesco Stores, New Road, Pontarddulais – application for consent to display signage;

(vi) Nantlais, Upper Mill, Pontarddulais – proposed conservatory and new boundary wall;

(vii) 9A St Teilo Street, Pontarddulais – convert dwelling into two self contained flats;

(viii) 26 Pantyfelin Road, Pontarddulais –erection of brick front boundary wall 1800 high;

(ix) The Old Paddock, Heol y Barna, Pontarddulais – retention of boundary wall.

There were no observations with regard to the above applications.
