117. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors E. Davies and S. Burgess.
118. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL INTEREST FROM MEMBERS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE COUNCIL’S CODE OF CONDUCT:

119. TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER THE MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THE 6TH JANUARY 2011:
