The Mayor explained that the Council had not received any notification of such a development and should a formal application be received the Council would call a public meeting to discuss the matter.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:

TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL INTEREST FROM MEMBERS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE COUNCIL’S CODE OF CONDUCT:

There were no declarations of personal interest.
108. TO RECEIVE AN ADDRESS FROM REPRESENTATIVES FROM PONTARDDULAIS AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY:

Cllr Waterhouse declared a personal interest in this matter. Mr B. Hamer from Pontarddulais Agricultural Society addressed the meeting and stated that the Society had no objection to the proposed road from the Tesco development to Pentre Road. He stated that their preferred option was between Coedbach Park and the showfield and they opposed any land being taken from the existing showfield. 

109. TO RECEIVE AN ADDRESS FROM OFFICERS FROM THE REGENERATION AND HOUSING DEPARTMENT, CITY AND COUNTY OF SWANSEA:

Mr Rowland Lanchbury from the City and County of Swansea addressed Members on the County’s Draft Regeneration Profile for Pontarddulais. He explained that it was under the Strategic Regeneration Initiative from the Welsh Assembly Government. Pontarddulais formed part of the Western Valleys Initiative which encompassed an area north of Bridgend to the East through to Kidwelly to the West. Pontarddulais, Mawr and Clydach were the three wards covered by the City and County of Swansea area. He hoped the Town Council would discuss the Draft Profile and forward a response to the City and County of Swansea by the end of February. He stressed that statistical evidence was stronger than anecdotal evidence. Cllr Morgan thanked Mr Lanchbury for his address.

The following correspondence was received and noted:

(c) Public Services Ombudsman for Wales – new information booklet;

(d) NSPCC – promoting the NSPCC Helpline;

(e) Welsh Assembly Government – borrowing by Community and Town Councils in 2010-11;

(f) Welsh Assembly Government – Consultation on Accounts and Audit (Wales) Amendment Regulations;

(g) Walkers are Welcome Scheme:

The Clerk reported an e-mail referring to the above scheme. Certain criteria had to be met and it was agreed that the information be forwarded to the local walking group in Pontarddulais.

(h) Buckingham Palace Garden Party 20th July 2010:

The Clerk reported correspondence from One Voice Wales inviting the Council to forward the name of the current Chairperson for consideration in a regional draw to determine who would attend the above Garden Party. The Mayor indicated that he did not wish to be considered for the draw. The Clerk explained that no other Member could be considered.
(i) Kidney Wales Foundation – Walk for Life 2010:

The Clerk reported information on the above walk which would take part on Sunday March 28th 2010. Cllr Bateman indicated that she was once again prepared to arrange the walk and hoped that as many councillors as possible would either attend or make a financial contribution.

(j) Local Environmental Quality Improvement Project Funding 2010-11:

The Clerk reported an invitation for applications under the above scheme which was created to tackle issues such as litter, dog fouling, fly-tipping, graffiti and neglected land/open spaces. It was agreed to forward the details to the Pontarddulais Partnership.
(k) Review of Community Wards:

The Clerk reported correspondence from the City and County of Swansea referring to proposed boundary changes at Upper Mill and Glynllwchwr Road. Members agreed with the proposed boundary changes.
(l) Sustain Wales:

The Clerk reported an e-mail from One Voice Wales wishing to identify one/two councillors within each Council to enable them to access the assistance and support necessary to develop community led responses to the challenges facing our planet and her people. One Voice Wales suggested their e-mail is forwarded to those councillors with e-mail addresses for them to complete the questionnaire as they wish, with a copy provided to the Clerk for reference. Members agreed that the Clerk forwards the e-mail as suggested above.

Cllr Downing stated that he had requested this matter be placed on the agenda and suggested that it would be an opportunity for the Council to receive information from the County Ward Members. Cllr Morgan stated that he was opposed to such a proposal. Cllr Lewis stated that both County Members had previously been Town Councillors and had resigned. Cllr Harris commented that the proposal would bring more oppenness to proceedings. Councillors Vonk, Bateman, Rees and Miles supported the proposal. On being put to the vote it was RESOLVED that the two County Ward Members be allowed 10 (ten) minutes to report on County matters in Town Council meetings. Ten Members were in favour with four against.
