The Clerk reported an e-mail reply from Chief Supertintendent Mathias indicating that as part of their cost cutting measures, the local officer has been requested to find alternative accommodation, hopefully at a significantly lower cost. The Clerk advised Members that he had been in contact with Tesco Stores to ascertain if they were in a position to assist.

Cllr Downing informed Members that Penyrheol Leisure Centre will continue to administer the above centre.

72. TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER THE MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THE 22ND SEPTEMBER 2011:

73. TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER THE MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL EVENTS COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON THE 27TH SEPTEMBER 2011:

The Clerk reported an e-mail from the Secretary of the Pontarddulais & Hendy Festival Committee requesting financial assistance for next year’s Jubilee Carnival. Cllr Downing stated that he had given apologies which were not recorded in the minutes. Cllr Rees, Chairperson of the Finance Committee reported on the minutes. It was agreed to accept the recommendation of the committee that the payphone in the Institute be disconnected. It was agreed to accept the recommendation of the committee that the Clerk contacts LSI with a view to them negotiating a financially advantageous rate with the utility companies. Members agreed that the Council continues its Service Level Agreement with the City and County of Swansea. The Clerk would ensure the City and County of Swansea advertises the Town Council’s logo on the NEAT team vehicle.

· the traffic problems caused by the new lights at the junction of St Teilo Street and Station Road. He advised Members that he and County Councillor Howells had met County Councillor John Hague, the County’s Head of Traffic Management, Cllr D. C. Richards and Cllr B. Lewis on site. The County would investigate the problem. The Clerk informed Members that he had written to the County regarding these lights;
· The junction of Water Street and St Michael’s Avenue – County had been requested to move the “One Way” sign post against the bridge. The Clerk informed Members that he had written to the County regarding this junction.

77. TO RECEIVE CORRESPONDENCE FROM THE CLERK:
A. CORRESPONDENCE:
The following correspondence was received and noted:
(a) City and County of Swansea – review of Polling Districts, Polling Places and Polling Stations;

(b) One Voice Wales – appointment of training champions;

(c) Welsh Government – the single use carrier bag charge;

(d) New traffic lights at junction of St Teilo Street and Station Road – two e-mails;

(e) CCTV camera, War Memorial:

The Clerk reported an e-mail from the City and County of Swansea indicating that the County would not be held liable for any damage inflicted or failure of the new cameras at the rear of the library. The Library Service would maintain the Geovision 8 Channel Digital Recorder within the library for a period of 2 years only from initial installation. This would then be reviewed on an annual basis. The Library Service reserves the right to withdraw CCTV provision at the library after the first two years if economic factors or external circumstances dictate this. It was agreed to accept the above conditions.
(f) Swansea Community Boat:
The Clerk reported an e-mail from the Swansea Community Boat Trust explaining their guided tour of the River Tawe. Cllr Penry expressed an interest on behalf of the W.I. and the Clerk agreed to forward her the e-mail.

(g) Mining tragedy, Gleision Colliery, Swansea Valley:

The Clerk reported a letter from Cllr Vonk requesting the Council considers making a donation to the Swansea Valley Miners Appeal. RESOLVED that a donation of £100 (one hundred pounds) be made to the above Appeal. 

(h) Public Meeting 16th September 2011:

The Mayor read a letter she had received from Mrs C. Jones, 10 Pentre Road, Pontarddulais concerning the above meeting. Cllr G. John declared a personal and prejudicial interest and vacated the room. The Mayor responded to the various allegations in the letter and the Clerk was instructed to reply explaining the Council’s response.
B. Grant Update:

The Clerk explained that in the last few days he had received e-mails from the Council’s Consultant Surveyors requesting decisions on various matters:

(a) Proposed lift in Institute:

The surveyors were proposing a GMV Home Lift which is a hybrid between a platform lift and a passenger lift. The lift is wheelchair accessible and has standing space for 5 persons. It was agreed to accept the surveyor’s recommendations.

(b) Data points/power points etc:

The surveyors wished to know how many various power/data points would be required for each room. It was agreed that this be referred to the Estates and Development Committee as a matter of urgency.

(c) Redecoration:

The surveyors wished to know the preferred colour scheme within the building. It was agreed that this be referred to the Estates and Development Committee as a matter of urgency.

(d) Plans of proposed alterations:

The Clerk presented copies of the proposed plans for each floor. It was agreed to query the type of replacement windows proposed by the surveyors.
