Prior to commencement of business the Mayor invited questions from members of the public. Mr J. Evans, Vice-Chairman Pontarddulais Partnership referred to the footpath leading to the Old Church on the marsh. They had received an offer from a local farmer to deviate the path into his field and if anyone has any concerns then can they inform the Partnership.
The Clerk referred to the request for information relating to the cost of the County Council site visit to Highland Terrace and stated that the City and County of Swansea confirmed that 11 councillors attended the site visit on a 29 seater bus at a cost of £95.

142. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:

Apolgies for absence were received from Councillors S. Burgess, W. Vonk, D. Richards and B. Lewis.
143. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL INTEREST FROM MEMBERS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE COUNCIL’S CODE OF CONDUCT:

There were no declarations of personal interest received.
144. TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER THE MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THE 3RD MARCH 2011:

The above minutes were accepted as a true record.
(a) Highland Terrace, Pontarddulais (Min No 131(a)):
Councillors P. Waterhouse and C. T. Morgan reported on their consultation with residents of the above road.

(b) To receive and consider the notes of the meeting with the Festival Committee and Llanedi Community Council (Min No 133):

Cllr Bateman reported on a further meeting that had taken place to consider possible celebrations to commemmorate the Queen’s Jubilee in 2012. It was agreed that when the Festival Committee has decided on the format of any celebrations the Council then considers making a financial contribution.

(c) Coedbach Park, Pontarddulais (Min No 136(f)):

The Clerk reported an e-mail from a resident of Park Close, Pontarddulais advising of a Friends of Coedbach Meeting to be held at Canolfan y Bont on the 14th April 2011.

(d) Ynni’r Fro Programme (Min No 136(h)):

The Clerk provided further information relating to the above programme and it was agreed to note the information.

(e) To cosider and determine requests for financial assistance (Min No 139):

The Clerk reported letters of thanks from Gopa Chapel, Pontarddulais & District Community Car Scheme, Age Concern Pontarddulais, Pontarddulais Town Band, Pontarddulais Senior Citizens, Llandeilo Talybont Parochial Church Council, Glynhir WI, Pontarddulais and Hendy Disabled Association, Pontarddulais and District U3A, SSAFA Forces Help, Shelter Cymru, Eisteddfod Genedlaethol Cymru, Bobath Therapy Centre, Relate Cymru, The Stroike Association and Macmillan Cancer Support. 
The Clerk advised Members that following the last Council meeting he had received a request for financial assistance from Pontarddulais AFC Junior Section. Cllr Downing declared an interest and took no part in the discussion. It was agreed that a donation of £250 (two hundred and fifty pounds) be made to Pontarddulais AFC Junior Section.

145. TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER THE MINUTES OF THE ESTATES AND DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON THE 31ST MARCH 2011:

RESOLVED  to accept the recommendations of the Estates and Development Committee and forward the Council’s observations and objections to the City and County of Swansea. Cllr P. J. Waterhouse referred to a planning application for an anemometry mast on Mynydd y Gwair. The Clerk stated that he had been in contact with the CIty and County of Swansea and was awaiting the plans for the above application. It was agreed to await receipt of the above plans.
146. TO RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNTY WARD MEMBERS:
Cllr R Waterhouse questioned why an application for an anemometry mast had been submitted. County Councillor Miles stated that the County would object to such an application. Cllr Miles referred to a Rights of Way meeting concerning the Old Church on the marsh and that Grovesend Community Council’s objection had now been withdrawn. Cllr Miles referred to the proposed Candidate Sites and stated that only sites within the UDP would be allowed. The Corus site may be successful because it is a brown field site. Cllr Miles referred to the Pontarddulais Leisure Centre and stated that they were trying to set up a committee to self manage the centre. 
147. TO ANSWER QUESTIONS FROM COUNCILLORS (3 CLEAR DAYS NOTICE OF ANY QUESTION HAVING BEEN GIVEN TO THE PERSON TO WHOM IT IS ADDRESSED):

There were no questions tabled.

TO RECEIVE CORRESPONDENCE FROM THE CLERK:
The following correspondence was received and noted:
(a) City and County of Swansea – Sex Establishment Policy;

(b) One Voice Wales – national training programme;
(c) City and County of Swansea – public consultation on new planning guidance (Gower AONB Design Guide and the Conversion of Rural Buildings);

(d) Canolfan y Bont, Pontarddulais – reply letter from Swansea Youth Service;

(e) Request for information:

The Clerk reported a reply letter from Mr Martin Caton MP enclosing the City and County of Swansea’s response stating:

· The Council does not budget or account for expenditure and income on an area basis;

· They do not generally account for expenditure at the level of detail requested;

· They are only obliged to keep detailed accounting records for 3 years and they doubt if all the information requested is available even if they had the resources available to undertake research.

It was agreed that the Clerk writes to the City and County of Swansea querying “what our rates go towards”.

(f) One Voice Wales:

(i) Membership:

RESOLVED that the Council renew’s its membership of One Voice Wales.

(ii) Conference and AGM:

RESOLVED that the Clerk and one Member attends the above conference on the 8th October 2011.

(g) Diversion of Footpaths 11, 12 and 17.

The Clerk reported a letter from the City and County of Swansea and it was agreed that the Council would not object to the proposed deletion of Footpath 12.

(h) Heart of Wales Line Travellers’ Association:
It was agreed that the Council renew’s its membership of the above organisation.

(i) Charter between the City and County of Swansea and Town/Community Councils:

It was agreed that this matter be placed on the agenda of the next Council meeting.

(j) SLCC Regional Conference:
The Clerk reported an invitation to attend the above conference in Llandrindod Wells. One of the matters under discussion would be “Managing a significant project” which would be advantageous considering the Council’s proposals for the Institute. It was agreed that the Clerk attends the above conference.

(k) Grant update:

The Clerk advised Members that he had attended an RDP training day arranged by the City and County of Swansea and one of the suggestions was that the Council should consider opening a separate bank account to administer the grant monies. It was agreed that a separate account be opened and the sum of £20,000 (twenty thousand pounds) be transferred into the account. It was also agreed that the Estates and Development Committee be responsible for overseeing the project.
149. TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDE REPORTS FROM THE MAYOR:

TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER REPORTS FROM REPRESENTATIVES ON OUTSIDE BODIES:

Cllr Bateman reported on a Standards Sub Committee meeting and the Kidney Walk for Life. Cllr Harris reported on the Pontarddulais Partnership. Cllr Downing reported on the Leisure Centre.

151. TO CONSIDER THE ELECTRONIC RECORDING OF PROCEEDINGS AT COUNCIL MEETINGS:

Members debated the issues involved and on being put to a vote there were 4 in favour of electronic recording and seven against. RESOLVED that the Council does not electronically record proceedings at Council meetings.

TO AUTHORISE AND APPROVE THE EXPENDITURE FOR THE MONTH OF MARCH:

The above expenditure was authorised and approved. The Clerk explained that a previous cheque made out to Mazars (the Council’s Auditors) had been lost in the post and he had sent another cheque for the same amount. The bank had been informed.

TO RECEIVE PLANNING APPLICATIONS PREVIOUSLY CONSIDERED BY THE ESTATES AND DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE:

(i) 14 Golwg yr Eglwys, Pontarddulais – two storey side extension. Detached garden room;
(ii) 13 Glasfryn Road, Pontarddulais – demolsih existing kitchen lean-to. Construct two storey to rear elevation to provide new kitchen, bedrrom & bathroom, new window to side elevations/front;

(iii) Glanffrwd Stabled, Glanffrwd Road, Pontarddulais – application for a lawful development certificate;

(iv) 5 Wyndham Close, Pontarddulais – part single, part double storey rear extension. Internal alterations to provide stores.
