119. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors E. Miles, P. J. Waterhouse and W. Vonk.

120. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL INTEREST FROM MEMBERS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE COUNCIL’S CODE OF CONDUCT:

There were no declarations of personal interest received.

121. TO CONSIDER AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON THE PONTARDDULAIS DRAFT REGENERATION PROFILE PRODUCED BY THE CITY AND COUNTY OF SWANSEA’S REGENERATION AND HOUSING DEPARTMENT (DOCUMENT COPIED TO MEMBERS AT LAST COUNCIL MEETING 04 FEBRUARY 2010):
The Mayor invited comments from each Member on the Draft Regeneration Profile. After considerable discussion on various possible priorities the construction of a road from the new Tesco development to exit on Pentre Road was considered in detail. Members noted the comments made under the Accessibility section of the Draft report (5.13, 5.14, 5.15, 5.16 and 5.17).  On being put to a recorded vote it was RESOLVED to support the construction of the above roadway. The recorded vote was as follows:

For:
Cllrs P. Downing, D. Beynon, P. Penry, S. Burgess, J. Harris, G. Bateman, J. Rees, D. Howard-Wills and E. Davies.

Against:
Cllrs C. Morgan, D. Richards, R. Waterhouse and B. Lewis. 
It was moved to oppose any further housing development south of the A48 and north of the A48 until there was further service development in the town. On being put to the vote there were nine in favour, none against and four abstentions. Cllr Waterhouse declared a personal interest. RESOLVED to support the above motion and include it in the Council’s response to the Draft Regeneration Report.

Members agreed to support Pontarddulais Partnership’s proposals to retain Canolfan y Bont. Councillors P. G. Bateman, J. Harris, P. Downing, P. Penry and E. Davies declared a personal interest in any matters relating to the Pontarddulais Partnership and stated that they had received dispensation from the Standards Committee to speak and vote on any such matters.
The Clerk referred to two projects which had been submitted to the City and County of Swansea under the Rural Development Action Plan:

1. Refurbishment of the Institute, Pontarddulais to include the provision of a lift to access and bring back into use the second floor rooms;

2. The addition of a museum/heritage centre to the existing library.

RESOLVED that the above two items be included in the Council’s response to the Draft Regeneration Plan.

Members passed a resolution that in view of the confidential nature of the business about to be transacted, it is advisable in the public interest that the  public be temporarily excluded and they are instructed to withdraw.

122. TO CONSIDER AND DETERMINE TENDERS FOR THE FOLLOWING WORKS:

(a) Internal decoration of the Institute:

The Clerk reminded Members that Paul Bastian & Associates had been instructed to draw up tender documents for the above works and they had requested such tenders from Bernard Lewis Contractors, Morgan Hathaway Contractors, Robert Thomas and Neil Tucker. Two tenders had been returned as follows:

Contractor A - 
£7,623.00 exluding VAT;

Contractor B - 
£15,734.00 excluding VAT.

Prior to making a decision Members agreed to exclude from the proposed works the t & g softwood vertical dado boarding up to 1.1 m height in the entrance hall.

Subject to the exclusion of the above works it was RESOLVED to accept the tender received from Contractor A in the sum of £7,623.00.

(b) Security cameras within the Institute:

The Clerk explained that there were problems with children accessing the building and opening the rear emergency doors etc and he had requested tenders from P.E.S. Systems Ltd and Security Solutions for the supply of CCTV cameras in the front entrance lobby and hallway together with associated recording facilities. The two tenders were as follows:

Contractor B

£ 1486.36 excluding VAT.

RESOLVED to accept the tender from Contractor A in the sum of £790.00 excluding VAT. 
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
