116. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE:

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors W. Vonk, E. Davies, J. Rees, C. Morgan, B. Lewis, P. Waterhouse and R. Waterhouse.
117. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL INTEREST FROM MEMBERS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE COUNCIL’S CODE OF CONDUCT:

There were no declarations of personal interest received.
118. TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE FINANCE COMMITTEE WITH RESPECT TO THE COUNCIL’S PRECEPT REQUIREMENT FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR 2011/2012:

Prior to discussing the precept requirement Members accepted the recommendation of the Finance Committee that due to the current economic climate the hire fees for the Institute should remain as at their current level.

Members had before them current and estimated expenditure figures, current and estimated income figures, estimated expenditure for 2011/2012, draft estimates, a calculation of revenue balance and a matrix indicating the Council Tax implications for various precept amounts.

Members considered the estimated expenditure figures for 2011/2012 and Cllr Richards stated that he would not support a salary increase of 3%. It was explained that the 3% figure was purely a notional increase and no salary increases had been agreed. The Clerk explained that he had included an amount for a Council Newsletter. Cllr Harris and Cllr Penry queried whether there was a need for such a Newsletter and suggested that the Council might consider a joint Newsletter with Pontarddulais Partnership. It was agreed to initially produce one Newsletter in the coming financial year. 

Having considered the above figures it was agreed to retain the precept at £79,000 (Seventy nine thousand pounds) which would result in a Band “D” property paying £36.54 per annum, a reduction of £1.79 on the 2010/2011 figure.
