104. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL INTEREST FROM MEMBERS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE COUNCIL’S CODE OF CONDUCT:

Councillors P. G. Bateman, J. Harris, P. Downing, P. Penry and E. Davies declared a personal interest in any matters relating to the Pontarddulais Partnership and stated that they had received dispensation from the Standards Committee to speak and vote on any such matters.
105. TO CONSIDER AND MAKE A DECISION ON THE FINANCE COMMITTEE’S RECOMMENDATION RELATING TO THE COUNCIL’S PRECEPT REQUIREMENT FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR 2010/2011:

Cllr Rees, Chairperson of the Finance Committee, reported on the recommendation of the Finance Committee which was to increase the precept by £3,000 to £79,000 (seventy nine thousand pounds). Members had been circulated with all the information that had been made available to the Finance Committee. It was pointed out that such an increase would result in households in Band “D” properties paying an additional £1.24 (one pounds 24p) per annum. It was proposed by Cllr Vonk that the Council accepts the Finance Committee recommendation. The proposal was seconded by Cllr J. Harris. Members unanimously accepted the proposal.

RESOLVED that the Council’s precept requirement for the financial year 2010/2011 be £79,000 (seventy nine thousand pounds). 
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
