Final Minutes

1. 2026/08 To discuss and agree dates for Events January to March 2026
The Clerk informed the committee she had plans for a Town Council trip to St Fagans on St. Teilo’s Day (FEB 9th) for a service in the church. The Acting Mayor has agreed to pay for the cost of the coach for residents to attend (at no cost) to join in the celebration.
Further, the Council agreed to hold a celebration for St. David’s Day following a strong community response to the type of events they would like the Town Council to provide. The Clerk will seek funding but there is underspend within the Special events budget to hold an event if funding is not available elsewhere. 
2. 2026/09 To discuss and agree 2026/27 Events
The committee considered the responses to the consultation about events usually held and those desired for the future. There was strong support for health and wellbeing events so it was agreed that the committee will seek grant funding for these activities and investigate a drop-in day for residents to engage with local organisations. There was agreement to continue with the existing events as there was support for these within the consultation. There was also significant support in the consultation for multi-cultural events so the Clerk will contact local organisations to explore possibilities for these events.
3. 2026/10 To consider spending to end of financial year and agree any ring-fenced amounts for 2026/27
The Council agreed to hold an event for St. David’s Day up to £500 if grant funding is not available and all other funds would be ear-marked reserves for this committee for the next financial year. Proposed, seconded and agreed by all.
4. 2026/11 To agree draft budget for 2026/27
The committee agreed a draft budget for recommendation to Policy, Compliance and Finance committee
